ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER

SETTING BOND IN CERTAIN DOMESTIC VIOLENCE CASES

Effective January 3, 2003, the Administrative Order Setting Bond In Certain Domestic Violence Cases entered on October 3, 1997, and the Second Amended Administrative Order Setting Bond in Certain Domestic Violence Cases entered on August 3, 1999 are rescinded.

For persons arrested pursuant to N.C.G.S. §15A-534.1, and processed by the magistrate after 4:00 p.m. Sunday until midnight Thursday, conditions of pretrial release will be established by the judge presiding at the defendant's regularly scheduled appearance in Courtroom 1101.  At that appearance the judge will have available for use in establishing conditions of pretrial release the case papering which includes the affidavit concerning the offense, defendant's criminal history, and the Court Services Pretrial report relating to the defendant.

For persons processed by the magistrate after 12:01 a.m. on Friday through Sunday at 4:00 p.m., there will no longer be a judge assigned to establish the conditions of pretrial release.  Rather, if a judge has not acted pursuant to this section within 48 hours of arrest, the magistrate shall act under the provisions of N.C.G.S. §15A-534.1.

Attorneys representing a client for whom a domestic violence warrant is outstanding should surrender the client and then schedule a bond hearing in Courtroom 1101.  Magistrates will not contact a judge after business hours during the week or on weekends to set bonds.

The procedures set forth above are the exclusive procedures for setting initial bonds in domestic violence cases covered by N.C.G.S. §15A-534.1.

Attorneys should not speak with a judge about bond and judges approached by an attorney about setting bonds should decline to hear any argument.
