ADMINISTRATIVE ORDER

SETTING BOND PRIOR TO ARREST PROCESS

Magistrates shall not honor any Order or other directive from any judge to issue a warrant or a summons, to withdraw or rescind any warrant or summons, to convert a warrant to a summons or a summons to a warrant, to set a particular bond on any Order for Arrest on a Bill of Indictment (served or unserved), except as authorized by the 8/2/99 Administrative Order attached.

Magistrates shall honor any Order issued by a judge modifying any bond set by any Magistrate provided that it is file stamped and true copied by the Clerk; that it reflects in some way that both the District Attorney and defense counsel had the opportunity to be heard prior to the entry of the Order, and that it is transmitted to the Magistrate by the Sheriff or by fax at (704) 353-0854, and not by personal delivery by the Defendant or Defendant’s attorney.
