It appears after an investigation of the offense and your background that the interests of the State and your own interests will be served by your participation and completion of the following program and procedures.  

Therefore, on the authority of Peter S. Gilchrist, District Attorney for the Twenty-Sixth Prosecutorial District, Mecklenburg County, North Carolina, prosecution in this matter will be deferred for a period of at least one (1) year from this date, but not to exceed two (2) years, provided that you abide by the conditions set forth below.  This period of time may be extended with the consent of the parties.

Guidelines and agree to follow the terms and conditions of the Program.  I understand that regular reports of my progress in this program will be provided to the Court, the District Attorney’s Office, and my attorney and to my supervising officers.


I fully understand the charges against me and I agree that the Statement of Guilt given by me and any Stipulation of Fact may be used against me and admitted into evidence in the State’s prosecution against me for this offense should prosecution become necessary as a result of my violation of the terms and conditions of this agreement or upon my voluntary withdrawal from the Program.  I waive the right to have the case presented to a Grand Jury for return of a True Bill of Indictment and agree to be tried upon a Bill of Information which has been signed at the same time as this agreement.  I waive my rights to a speedy trial under the Constitutions of the State of North Carolina and the United States of America with regard to this charge.


I understand that I may at any time withdraw my consent to participate in this program and request that I be tried for this offense.

The undersigned Judge Presiding, based upon the foregoing sworn statement of the Defendant in open Court and the Stipulation of Guilt, (attached) finds the following facts:


1.
The District Attorney for the purpose of allowing and encouraging the Defendant to enter and complete the S.T.E.P. Program in this case has deferred prosecution.


2.
It appears that the Defendant is a good candidate for continued release on an unsecured bond in the amount of $599.00; such bond to be conditioned upon satisfactory performance by the Defendant of the terms of this agreement; and it is hereby so Ordered.

That the Defendant knowingly, willfully and voluntarily entered into deferred contract and signed the Stipulation of Guilt.


The Court hereby approves the written agreement and directs S.T.E.P. and the Probation Department to supervise the Defendant pursuant to the agreement; and further orders that any period of delay during which the prosecution is deferred by the District Attorney pursuant to this agreement be excluded in computing the time within which the trial of the criminal offense must begin.
