It appears after an investigation of the offense and your background that at this time the interest of the State of North Carolina and your interest will be best served by allowing you to participate and complete the Drug Treatment Court (S.T.E.P.) Program.  On the ____ day of _______________, 200__, you signed an Agreement Deferring Prosecution with the District Attorney’s Office for the Twenty Sixth Judicial District, Mecklenburg County, North Carolina. 

That agreement is incorporated by reference.  While on drug treatment court deferred prosecution through the S.T.E.P. program, the following terms and conditions to that program shall apply:

1. You shall refrain from violation of any Federal, State or Local Law and be of general good behavior.

2. You shall work regularly at a lawful occupation and participate and complete other programs and pay costs according to the terms and conditions set forth in the Mecklenburg Drug Treatment Court Program.

3. You shall report to the Department of Community Corrections office as directed, truthfully answer all inquiries by the Community Corrections Officer, and allow your Community Corrections Officer to visit your home, employment, school or elsewhere consistent with the terms and conditions set forth in the Mecklenburg Drug Treatment Court Program.

4. You shall immediately inform your Community Corrections Officer of any change in address, phone number, employment, or re-arrest for any reason within 24 hours.  You shall also inform your Community Corrections Officer of any court dates or changes in legal representation.

5. If the probation officer sees drugs, drug paraphernalia, or weapons on or about your person, premises, workplace or vehicle, then, depending on the circumstances, you may be arrested by the probation officer or other law enforcement officer.  With sufficient information suggesting your possession of the above items in violation of the law, the probation officer may ask your permission to search your person, premises or vehicle, and if you refuse, the officer can seek a search warrant pursuant to appropriate legal process.  The officer can also require you to report to S.T.E.P. court for further action.  Selling drugs or sufficient evidence of drug sales shall result in immediate termination from the program.

6. You may be arrested or ordered to appear in court by your probation officer or other law enforcement officer for failure to appear in court or other violation of the S.T.E.P. program requirements.

If you comply with these conditions during this period of Drug Treatment Court Deferred Prosecution, no criminal prosecution concerning this charge will be instituted in this county.
