REWARDS AND SANCTIONS – DWI COURT

A. DISTRICT COURT DWI TREATMENT GUIDELINES/RESPONSE

1.
Two or more positive or missed drug/alcohol tests in a 21 day period may result in detoxification, inpatient treatment, jail treatment, or half-way house placement to achieve or maintain treatment/recovery.

2.
Failure or inability to comply with treatment recommendations for level of treatment may result in release or termination from the program.  This includes recommendations for halfway house placement.  Treatment providers and the Court shall abide by generally accepted treatment standards concerning recommendations.

3.
The following chart shall be a guideline for the court and treatment concerning non-compliance or misconduct over the entire course of the program.  This is not limited to the tri-weekly time period.
